PubMed Linkout
Overview

LinkOut is a service available from NCBI (National Center for Biotechnology Information) designed to provide PubMed users with links from PubMed citations out to a variety of relevant web-accessible online resources.  
By allowing a library to register a unique profile for their library within the PubMed interface, LinkOut enables a library to set up a number of linked services for its users to online content available outside of the PubMed interface as well as indicating the availability of physical holdings within the library’s own collection.

PubMed LinkOut and ProQuest
ProQuest, in cooperation with NCBI, offers PubMed LinkOut into a library’s online journal holdings within ProQuest.  
This feature allows a library to easily generate custom ProQuest holdings files which are automatically uploaded into their library’s profile in the PubMed LinkOut system, and are updated weekly.  These holdings files generate links from article citations presented in PubMed to the corresponding full-text articles available through the library’s subscription with ProQuest.  

What Will My Patrons See?

The display of ProQuest links in the PubMed interface can vary depending on how the library chooses to implement and configure its LinkOut display.  The most common display is an icon (shown below) which automatically opens up a web browser at the ProQuest site.
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To view your ProQuest links as an icon, be sure to activate ProQuest as a provider within NCBI:

However your library chooses to set up your links, the ProQuest LinkOut functionality will insure that all of the PubMed journals to which your library has full-text access from ProQuest will be represented in your LinkOut profile.

How Do I Set Up This Feature?

Setting up the PubMed LinkOut functionality in ProQuest was designed to be as simple as possible, using the tool that you are already familiar with in administrating your ProQuest account.
To activate this feature, a library administrator can simply log into the library’s LAD (Local Administrator) application through their web browser.  Select “Setup holdings for PubMed LinkOut”  from the Quick Picks menu (shown below), or navigate to the correct page by selecting the tab for “CrossLinks and Holdings” then select the tab marked “PubMed LinkOut.”
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Once you’ve reached the setup screen, simply enter your library’s LinkOut username and provider ID number.  Click on the radial button to “Start delivery of holdings file”; click the “Save” button, and you are done!  The system will start producing and uploading holding files as of the next weekly cycle.
